A voluntary restoratiol
program, WRP provides technical and financial assistance to restore and improve wetlands on private|lan
In an effort to promote the copper belly water snake, Defiance County has been selected to permit la
enrollment at a 10:1 ratio of adjacent rppland for every acre of qualifying restorable cropland.

e 10year (nonreasement), 3¢ear easement and permanent easement options available.
e Easement payments up to $3,150 per acre for cropland, $2,000 per acre for pasture/hayland and
$1,800 for woods/recreational land.
e 100% of restoration cost covered by NRCS for permanent easement and 75% of restoration ¢ost
covered for 36year easement.
